triumphal entry into Jerusalem.

Good Friday 
The Friday before Easter commemorating the crucifixion 

of Jesus and his death.

Easter Sunday
Commemorating the resurrection of Jesus from the 

dead. 

Salvation Preservation from harm, ruin or loss.

The egg, an ancient symbol of new life, 
has been associated with pagan festivals 
celebrating spring. From a Christian 
perspective, Easter eggs are said to 
represent Jesus' emergence from the 
tomb and resurrection.

Pentecost 

The Christian holy day of Pentecost, which is 

celebrated fifty days after Easter Sunday, 

commemorates the descent of the Holy Spirit 

upon the Apostles and other followers of Jesus 

Christ while they were in Jerusalem celebrating 

the Feast of Weeks. 

It is to remember the coming of the Holy Spirit to 

the apostles and other followers of Jesus. 3,000 

people were baptized that day. It is also the 

churches birthday.

Holy spirit

The third part of the Trinity, God as spiritually 

active in the world.

Resurrection
The Christian belief that Christ rose from the 

dead.

Apostles The twelve chief disciples of Jesus Christ.
